Notice to Delegates

Dear members,

As you probably know, the General Assembly of 22 April in Lisbon has had to be postponed due to a case of ‘force majeure’. Considering the closure of the airspace as a result of the Icelandic volcanic ash cloud, the uncertainty of its reopening in time and the lack of assurance of available flights back, the EHFCN Executive Committee decided to hold the General Assembly meeting in time with the Open House meeting in Paris instead.  
A new date for the EHFCN General Assembly has therefore been fixed on Thursday 10 June 2010 at 09.30 in Paris, exact location to be confirmed. 

The agenda is unchanged. The purpose of this session is to approve the ANNUAL BUDGET 2010/2011. Furthermore, ELECTIONS will be held for the posts of DIRECTOR-GENERAL and TREASURER.

In order to maintain expenses in check, the General Assembly will be combined with the first Open House event, which will now be hosted by our French colleagues from CNAMTS. Details about the Open House will be announced shortly, however you can already note the following key meetings & dates:

1. This letter serves as the sole official invite to attend the General Assembly. Please complete the attached registration form and return it to us as soon as possible for administrative purposes. If you had registered for Lisbon, kindly refill and return to us again.   

2. This invitation also refers to the election of 2 new members of the Executive Committee: Director-General and Treasurer.

I want to stress the importance of these elections and therefore urge you to nominate candidates for these two functions (see Nomination Forms enclosed).

Despite the significant challenges and the considerable time and energy to be invested, I am confident however that you will seriously consider this unique opportunity to participate actively in the further development of the Network.

3. Please note that by virtue of paragraph 11.6 of the Articles of Association, only registered Delegates have the right to:

· Submit and vote on motions and amendments.

· Nominate and vote for candidates for elections.
Hence, the EHFCN Office must have received your registration as Delegate before accepting any of the above submissions, nominations and determining the right to vote. 
4. As the 2010-2011 financial year will have started, the Delegated attendance will be limited according to category of membership, which has been set to 1 (one) for Category C, 2 (two) for Category B, 3 (three) for Category A.  Only members that are current on 2010-2011 membership fees have voting rights at the General Assembly.
5. As soon as you have registered, you will receive confirmation of your registration.  You will also receive nomination forms in order to nominate two (2) members of the Executive Committee, each for a 2-year term.  

6. The amended deadlines for the following proposals by Delegates are: 

a. For statutory amendments: 6 May 2010;
b. Nominations for the post of Director General: 3 June 2010; 

c. Nominations for the post of Treasurer: 3 June 2010; 

d. Motions: 3 June 2010.
All statutory amendments, motions, nominations and other proposals shall be submitted in writing to the Director General c/o EHFCN Office, or by e-mail to c/o office@ehfcn.org.

General Assembly administrative procedure is of the upmost importance and your timely responses will be greatly appreciated.

We look forward to seeing you in Paris in June.
