EHFCN Approval: Each sponsorship application needs to be approved by the Executive Committee before it can be accepted. The EHFCN is free to decline any sponsorship offer, for instance because the applying organisation is considered to have a negative effect on the EHFCN’s image.

Payment: The full amount is due upon reservation and shall be paid within 30 days of the invoice date. The corresponding invoice will be sent out by the EHFCN Office in due time before the deadline for receipt of payment.
If sponsorship items are not paid within the prescribed time, the reserved items will be released and any loss incurred by the organiser through non-payment shall be covered by the defaulting company. Direct transfer payments are preferred and should be made to the EHFCN office account, indicating the invoice number. Sender’s bank charges will be at the expense of the company. Crossed cheques or bank drafts should be made payable to and sent by registered post to the EHFCN Office. Personal cheques will not be accepted.

4. EXHIBITORS’ REGULATIONS

These rules and regulations are part of the EHFCN Annual Conference which will be held at the MCE Conference Centre, Rue de l’Aqueduc 118, 1050 Brussels, on 28-29 September 2010.

1. Exhibitors agree to abide by all rules and regulations adopted by the organizers and venue and agree that EHFCN shall have the final decision in adopting any rules and regulations deemed necessary prior to, during or after the Conference. 

2. Exhibitors agree to abide by laws and bylaws, regulations or ordinances of any government or regulatory body. 

3. Exhibitors agree to conduct and perform their business in line with the spirit of the EHFCN Conference and demonstrate professionalism by respecting confidentiality, integrity and discretion towards interested persons, Conference attendees and other parties.

4. Exhibitors agree to obtain, at their own expense, any licenses or permits which are required to legally operate in the space allotted. 

5. All employees and agents of the Exhibitors must register at the Registration Desk upon arrival and must display their badges at all times. Only individuals with badges will be allowed access to the exhibit area. 

6. Exhibitors’ Representatives will have a professional appearance. They are to conduct themselves in a manner commensurate with acceptable public behaviour. 

7. All exhibitor activities must be confined to its contracted space. Audiovisual, sound, and attention-getting devices and effects will be permitted only in those locations and with such intensity that, in the opinion of EHFCN, do not interfere with the activities of neighbouring exhibitors. 

8. Exhibitors cannot dispense alcoholic beverages.

9. EHFCN reserves the right to accept or reject an exhibit application at its sole and unfettered discretion to determine the eligibility of exhibitors and exhibits for EHFCN, to reject or prohibit exhibits or exhibitors which EHFCN finds objectionable and/or to relocate exhibitors /exhibits at the Conference in order to maintain the presentation and safety of the Conference’s exhibitors and attendees. 

10. EHFCN, in its sole discretion, may cancel a contract for any reserved space not paid in full within 30 days of the Conference start date.  All deposits received up to the date notice of cancellation are non-refundable.  If notice of cancellation is submitted less than 30 days from the Conference date, the exhibitor herein agrees to pay the full amount of the contract price, and in addition to pay for legal fees, court costs, and interest, as allowed by law, if legal proceedings to collect the amount are initiated.

11. Exhibitors agree to occupy and conduct all activities within the confines of the exhibit space during the full term of the Conference and to exhibit only the products described in the agreement. EHFCN has the right to request removal of inappropriate items. No booth space may be sublet.

12. Exhibitors may take orders, plan follow up calls, plan future demonstrations and secure mailing list names and addresses.  

13. No operating of equipment or motors will be allowed inside the facility for purpose of demonstrations during the conference.

14. Open gas cans, gas, oil, propane, butane, helium or other gases may not be brought into in enclosed exhibit area.  Open flames and open containers of chemicals are not allowed.  

15. No interior booths may be covered by tents or other flame retardant materials that will impede the use of the sprinkler system in the event of a fire. 

16. Nothing shall be pasted, tacked, nailed, screwed, or otherwise affixed to columns, walls, floors, ceilings, or other parts of the building or to furniture.

17. All exhibits must be set up by 7 PM CET on Monday 27th September 2010.

18. No exhibits will be dismantled or removed prior to 1 PM on Wednesday 29th September 2010. 

19. EHFCN will not accept responsibility or liability of exhibitor items shipped to/stored at to the facility prior to 27th September 2010 or after Wednesday, 29th September 2010.  
20. Exhibitors assume full legal and financial liability when an employee of the exhibitor operates equipment whether provided by the Conference organizers or otherwise, and agrees that EHFCN will not be held responsible for damages that may result from or be attributable to any act or failure to act by an employee or agent of the exhibitor. EHFCN is not liable for any injury or death resulting from demonstrations or equipment of the exhibitors.  EHFCN will not be responsible for any liability resulting from equipment or demonstration.

21. EHFCN is not responsible for the safety or property of the exhibitor from theft, damage by fire, accident, and conditions of the exhibit building, acts of third parties or other causes. It is agreed that EHFCN, its representatives and employees and the owners of the exhibit building will not be held responsible for any damages, including bodily injury or death, which may arise out of the exhibitors and Conference participants use of the premises, products, demonstrations or otherwise.

22. Each exhibitor warrants that it has in effect and shall maintain for the period of occupancy under this agreement a policy of General Liability Insurance, against claims for bodily injury or death, or damage to property occurring upon, in or about the exhibit space.  

23. Arrangements not covered specifically by these Regulations should be agreed in writing with EHFCN at the earliest possible date.

24. Regulations are subject to change in accordance with Local Fire, Health and Safety regulations issued by whichever country or government the Conference is held in.
